Unit Overview:

This Unit is designed to allow students an opportunity to develop a working definition of Digital Consciousness and
apply their knowledge of Digital Consciousness to real situations. By doing this the students will more fully
understand the benefits & consequences of their digital decision making.

This Unit is also designed to provide students with an opportunity to understand what it means to be a responsible
digital citizen, and how the application of a Digital Consciousness will help them achieve this valuable trait. Students
will examine what it means to be a member of the 21st century digital society and consider whether just being
responsible for themselves is enough, or whether their role as a digital citizen is more far reaching.

Finally students will apply their knowledge of Digital Consciousness and Citizenship to develop ways of teaching
others these very important skill sets required to succeed in a rapidly evolving digital world.
